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The Soil and Water Conservation Society, West North
Central Region, will host a workshop September 13-15,
2005, in Hannibal, Missouri, about water quality issues
in the Mississippi River Basin. People who work with
agricultural and non-point source water quality issues are
the primary audience for the workshop. The workshop
will provide participants with the tools they need to be
more effective in addressing water quality problems.
The focus will be on resource planning; successful
technologies for planners, policy-makers, farmers, and
landowners; and natural resource conservation strategies.
There will be technical presentations about risk reduc-
tion (methods, successes, and challenges), and a forum of experts with different backgrounds will
discuss current and future water quality and agricultural conservation concerns.

Wednesday afternoonds session, titled, oIndustry Speaksé, will begin with a speaker from
Anheuser Buschds Environmental Group. Participants will then tour the super high tech BASF
ag-chemical plant and waste water treatment facility located next to the Mississippi River, and
the technologically advanced Continental Cement factory that combines cement kiln dust with
yard waste and hazardous materials to create artipcial soil. The cement factory tour will include
the geology of the area and reclamation activities of limestone and gypsum quarries. The tours
